Rules and Regulations 

1. Each competing group/ team is required to have one routine with a maximum time of 7 
minutes. If you go pass the time limit we will CUT you off. 

2. The music must be in a CD format. Profanity is not allowed. Judges will deduct points 
for each curse word. 

3. Each competing group must turn in the entry the fee to secure a spot to compete for 
BoogieDaBeat. Each member on the dance crew roster has to be a competing 
dancer. Please register your group as early as possible. This year we have an 
about 30 teams invited for BoogieDaBeat, but we can only accept the first 15 
crews. Your crew names will be promoted by FP-Productions after entry fee is 
turned in.  

4. Each judge will award up to 100 points. The total score of the judges will determine the 
ranking of the routine. Judges will take into consideration choreography (30%), 
technique (25%), showmanship (20%), precision (15%) and costumes (10%).
